Scripture Memory Challenge:  
March VERSE 
Galatians 1:10 
A - “Am I now trying to win the approval of human beings, or of God? Or am I trying to please people?  
B - If I were still trying to please people, I would not be a servant of Christ.” 

We are challenging our students to memorize scripture verses this year that go along 
with our recital theme of “Taking Every Thought Captive.” Dancers will have the month to 
memorize this verse and tell it to me in class to receive a cross lollipop. Younger dancers 
Sapphire and under can work on memorizing just part A. 
 
PICTURE DAY –

this year, and we are very excited for her amazing talents to be used to capture our dancers.

Future Days there are no dance classes: 

• May 25th – Memorial Day 
• June 3rd – Rehearsal week (see recital) we WILL have Monday classes that week 

though to make up for Memorial Day. 
 
Costumes–  

All costumes have arrived and gone except for: Opal Ballet (alterations finished – going 
home this week) and Pearl Tap – we are working on adding a clear fabric over the sequin 
under the arm so that it does not irritate the dancers’ arms. Grace’s Crew & Pointe costumes 
are at the studio. Please make sure that costumes are hung up and stored in a safe place. Most 
costumes will need to be steamed before picture day to get any wrinkles out, this takes time 
but is NEEDED! Never iron any costumes! There is a steamer currently at the dance studio 
that you can use while your child is in classes if you don’t have your own see Miss Jessica for 
help.       

Recital Tights came home, remember they should ONLY be worn on picture day and recital. 
Old tights are to be worn for dress rehearsal. 

Volunteers – I will need parents/students from Grace’s Crew to steam one more costume set 
please let me know if you’re willing to help with this. We will also need a few older dancers and 
or parents who are experts in bun making to help on picture day for those who may need help. 
Let me know if you’re interested! 
 



Undergarments–  
 Students in Sapphire level and older levels all received a nude leotard. The leotards have 
shelf bras for adult sizes and lining for child sizes. This will be enough support for many of our 
dancers, but for those that need additional support please test and plan ahead now to find a 
nude bra that will hide under the leotard and not show at picture/recital day! Please keep 
your dancer’s nude leotards for next year as we can reuse them each year and just reorder as 
they outgrow them.  
 Reminder - Tights can be our underwear - reminder, tights are a dancer’s underwear. Dance 
tights are designed with a gusset and should be washed between wears so that dancers can go 
with just tights and no underwear. It is much more modest to do this than to have colored 
underwear sticking out and showing under their dancewear. However, if underwear are 
needed for personal hygiene reasons, please make sure you help your dancer find ones that 
are nude, higher cut and don’t show under their dance attire. This is especially important 
heading into picture dance and recital! 
 Reminder - Female Opal Tap dancers will need to wear their class black short sleeve/ tank 
leotards underneath their tap costume. So please make sure for pictures and recital their 
black leotard is with their Opal Tap costume and worn underneath! 
 
Shoes –  
 Double check with your dancer that they have the correct color shoes (and that they still fit 
well!!) for their classes. Ballet – pink split sole ballet shoes (boys black ballet shoes), tap – 
black tap shoes, Jazz classes – black jazz shoes (except Opal jazz will just use their pink ballet 
shoes for jazz as well). 
 
Practice –  
Practice is SO SO important as is regular attendance this time of year. Ensure your dancer is 
practicing their dances weekly at home using our music online and any videos that I send. We 
can’t give our best to God at recital if we don’t practice!

Back stage parents: 
 The magic of recital does not come together without help. Miss Jess will need backstage 
moms and a dad for our boys, for each group to keep the students together, make sure 
dancers are backstage ready when they should be, etc (dancers are NOT allowed to go in the 
audience to watch on recital day). If this is a ministry you would be interested in helping with, 
please email Miss Jess and let her know! These helpers will still get to go in the audience to 
watch their children’s dances. In addition, moms who have experience with doing buns, it 
would be helpful to have a bun making station, with moms doing hair for anyone who 
struggles with it on rehearsal night and recital night.  
 

 

 

 

 



Recital Fees: 
 FYI in May your account statement will have the following 2 recital fees added in 
addition to the last month’s tuition for May: 

1. Recital Recording fee - $32 per dance family  
2. Recital Shirt Fee - $20ish per dancer (estimate – waiting on final cost from 

vendor) 
Charging for recital recording in this way allows us to split the cost of the 

videographer between families equally keeping the cost of the recording super low 
and affordable. Each family will receive one high quality, professional, thumb drive, 
digital copy of the recital for your family as a keepsake. If you or a family member 
would like to purchase an additional thumb drive, please let me know by recital via 
email.
